Research indwates
that the hkelihood of deceptive self-presentation increases as a
function of the pressune to engage in self-presentation {Baumester,
1992, Feldman, Forrest, & Happ, 2002). For instance, interacting
with a member of the opposite sex, partcularly if they are attrac-
tive, increxses motrvaten to self-present. A threat to one’s self-im-
age also increases motivation [ooengage in self-presentation.

For instance, a study comparing online dating profiles in
Vienna and Tokyo found that around 16% of profiles included photos with animals, with dogs being the
most frequently displayed animal followed by cats. Interestingly, users in Vienna, women, and older
individuals were more inclined to showcase animals in their profiles compared to users in Tokyo, men,
and younger individuals (C. Dirnberger & S. Springer, 2022). This suggests that women tend to
incorporate elements like pets into their profiles more often than men.

Moreover, another study highlighted significant demographic variations between male and female
online daters. It was observed that online female daters tend to be more educated compared to their
male counterparts, with higher percentages holding Bachelor's degrees and Master's degrees (Hannah
Rose Kirk & Shriyam Gupta, 2022). This education pattern is consistent across both genders but differs

concerning partner preferences where gender plays a crucial role.
